- Encountered some problems with MOR Attitude Maneuver Command Sheet processing during segment 1 of 2 attitude maneuver planning.  MOPPS software in MOR requires that AC1WS1 be enterered at software startup time.





- Previous versions of S/W did not required user to input workstation for default.  Not entering the workstation caused system to run very slow.   After troubleshooting  it was found that by entering desired wrkstation process speed increased.





- The first segment of the maneuver was executed using a command sheet processed from the MAR.  The second segment of the maneuver was executed using a command sheet processed from the MOR.  This validates the remaining functions of the MORY2K s/w.
