- On 6/9 - Started using the MOR string as the prime string for all command, telemetry, and offline activities.  This is the last step of the FOT validation of Y2K software.  The support was executed nominally.  No problems were detected in the operational use of the s/w.  This validation activity is expected to be completed in approximately one week.
