Anomaly Closures


- Review of anomaly reports continues.  The 1998 Ground System anomalies were reviewed.  159 ground system anomalies were opened in 1998.  158 (Numbered G98-0001 to G98-0255) have been closed (Some numbers were skipped in the sequence).  One ( # G98-00064) remains open for further investigation.  The anomalies closed dealt mostly with G/S software problems (like the packet extractor crash) which have been fixed by the current version of the s/w and with DSN scheduling and equipment problems.  A new process was  put in place for the scheduling problems and it has resolved the predict problems that were causing the scheduling anomalies.  The anomaly closure report will be distributed at the ACE montly meeting.
